List your project
aims in a logical sequence. For example:

v" How do you anticipate you will achieve these aims?*

v" What do you need? (specify any special equipment, software, or material) Can you access
necessary data or expertise?

Does the project involve human ethics, animal ethics or safety implications?
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Is travel or fieldwork required? If so, where to, how long and at what intervals?

Expected outcomes, significance, or rationale
v' Why is it important?
v" What do you expect it will deliver?
v' What are the expected outcomes?

Establish the importance of your project by highlighting its originality or why it is worth
pursuing. Highlight the benefits, positive expected outcomes, or innovative applications of
knowledge.

Timetable*

Indicate the timeframe for each broad stage considering literature surveys, data collection, production,
modelling, review, analysis, testing, reporting, chapter and thesis writing, and thesis submission date.
